 Be a US Citizen or foreign national eligible to work in the United States 

 Be 18 years of age or older 

 Be currently attending a New York State college, university, or graduate 
program, or be a resident of New York State, attending a college, university, or 
graduate program outside of New York State 

 Have completed a minimum of one (1) year as a student at a degree-granting 
two or four-year College or University (completion of one year's worth of 
academic credits over a more extended period of time may qualify part-time 
students for participation in the Student Intern Program); or a currently enrolled 
graduate student or accepted in a graduate degree program 

 Have a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.0, or equivalent to a C

 Students may apply for multiple internship opportunities with one application 

 There are PAID and UNPAID opportunities available for interested students 

 Opportunities are available throughout New York State  

 Appointments are made on an ongoing basis
